Introduction:

Health-related data and statistics are of paramount importance as they directly impact on the health and well-being of community members. They are essential for
identifying health indicators, planning future health efforts and practices that will improve the health status of community members, and preparing and developing health
policies at the emirate level. The Dubai Health Authority has compiled these critical data and statistics in the Dubai Health Statistical Yearbook 2023, which this year focuses
on three chapters addressing the key aspects of the health status of Dubai’s population. This is to facilitate access to basic information, which helps the reader save time and

effort and contributes to understanding the data more efficiently and effectively.
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Chapter One: Vital Statistics

Vital statistics encompass the number and distribution of the population, the number of births and deaths, locations and classified by age groups, gender, and
distributed by months of the year, as well as the condition of newborns at birth (live / stillborn). These statistics also highlight natural growth trends. In 2023,
Dubai's population increased slightly, reaching 3,655,000 residents—an increase of 105,100 compared to 2022’s population of 3,549,900. This increase
represents a crude annual growth rate of 29.6 per 1,000 population, compared to 20.6 per 1,000 in 2022. This increase was greater among the age groups (25-
44) years (the growth rates were not shown in the tables below).

This population growth is attributed to a rise in live births, totaling 36,300, accounting for 34.5% of the overall increase. Of these births, 19.6% were Emiratis,
while 80.4% were non-Emiratis. Additionally, 99.9% of these births occurred in hospitals, with monthly birth rates ranging between 7% and 10%. In 2023, there
were 3,962 deaths, including 618 among Emiratis (15.6%). Emirati deaths were nearly equally distributed between males and females, while non-Emirati deaths

totaled 3,344 cases (84.4%). Among Emirati, 76.8% of deaths occurring among males and predominantly in the (35-50) age group. Conversely, the majority of

Emirati female deaths occurred in the (65+) age group.

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Chapter Two: Patient Services Statistics

Patient service statistics detail the numbers and distribution of patient encounters by gender, nationality, and age groups. Patient encounters are categorized
into two groups: outpatient visits (which account for over 95% of the total encounters), and inpatient admissions (which represent less than 5% of encounters).
The key highlights include:

First: outpatient visits

Outpatient visits reached 12,375,578 in 2023, marking an increase of 366,277 visits compared with last year 2022, equivalent to a 3.0% rise. Male patients
accounted for 46.4% visits, while females made up 53.6%. Emiratis represented 26.3% of these visits, compared to 73.7% by non-Emiratis. Among outpatient
visits to clinics (88.8% of the total), females comprised 54.6%, with the majority in the (25-44) age group (46.7%), followed by the (45—64) age group (21.7%).
Children under one year account for 1.7% of all visits, as shown in Figure (17).

Emergency outpatient visits made up 11.2% of the total, with males comprising 53.9%. Emiratis constituted 26.4% of these visits, of whom 50.2% were females.
Non-Emiratis accounted for 73.6%, with 55.4% being males. Considering the distribution of emergency visits by age group, gender and nationality, the highest
percentage was among non-Emiratis in the age group (25-44) at a rate of 50.4%, followed by those in the age group (45-64) at a rate of 13.6%. The highest
percentage of emergency visits was among Emirati women in the age group (25-44) with a rate of 41.1%. At the same time, the highest percentage of emergency

visits was among non-Emirati males in the same age group (25-44), accounting for 45.4%, as shown in Table (8).

Second: inpatient admissions
Inpatient admissions totaled 475,465, reflecting an increase of 105,001 admissions (28.3%) per year. Female inpatients accounted for 52.4%, while males

represented 47.6%. By nationality, Emiratis made up 17.9% of the admissions, compared to 82.1% by non-Emiratis. Furthermore, the highest percentage of
admissions among non-Emiratis was in the age group (25-44) at a rate of 49.9%, followed by the age group (45-64) at 21.1%. The distribution of admissions

among Emiratis revealed that the highest percentage was in the age group (25-44) at 37%, followed by the age group (45-64) at 16.9%, as shown in Figure (21).

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Chapter Three: Healthcare Resources Statistics

This chapter provides data on licensed healthcare facilities and manpower in the health sector of the Emirate of Dubai and their distribution according to some
personal variables. In 2023, there were 4,958 licensed healthcare facilities in Dubai, of which 1507 were pharmacies accounted for 30.4%, followed by polyclinics
at a similar rate of 30.4%, then, with a large difference, optical centers which represented 9%, followed by school clinics 8.6%, while there were 55 hospitals as
well as dental laboratories, each constituted 1.1%.

The healthcare manpower totaled 60,988 employees, with 66.8% being female and 33.2% male. Female nurses numbered 20,179, nearly six times the number
of male nurses (3,482). Emiratis made up 3.1% of the manpower, predominantly doctors and allied health professionals, with 82.8% being female and 17.2%
male. Non-Emiratis accounted for 96.9% of the manpower, with females constituting 66.3% compared to 33.7% of Male.

Doctors represented 21.7% of the licensed manpower, including 6.1% Emiratis. Dentists accounted for 6.7%, with Emiratis making up 5.8%. Pharmacists
represented 10.8%, with 2.2% Emiratis. Nurses formed the largest percentage of the manpower, reaching 38.8%. Finally, it was found that allied health
professionals represent 22.1% of the total manpower, 4.3% of whom are Emirati.

Regarding age distribution of the licensed manpower in the emirate of Dubai, it was found that 46.4% of the manpower of the age group (31-40) years, which
represents the largest percentage and 20% were of the age group (41-50) years, and 19.8% were of the age group (21-30) years. Accordingly, it can be said
that the manpower in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai are young people with experience and concentrated at the age of (21-50) years.

Looking at the 13,228 licensed physicians in the Emirate of Dubai, 23.2% of them are consultant physicians (12.2% of them are Emiratis versus 87.8% non-
Emiratis), and 47.2% of them are specialist physicians (2.9% of them are Emiratis versus 97.1% non-Emiratis). In addition to that, the general practitioners-
residents-privileges category, represent 29.6% of the total physicians working in the Emirate of Dubai (6.6% of them are Emiratis versus 93.4% non-Emiratis),
as shown in Figures 29 and 30.

As for dentists, their number reached 4,074 dentists, of whom only 2.2% were consultants (27.3% of them are Emiratis dentists versus 72.7% non-Emiratis);
and 27.6% of whom were specialists (7.7% of them are Emirati dentists versus 92.3% non-Emiratis). Additionally, dentists in the category of general
practitioners-residents-privileges category represent 70.2% of the total dentists (4.4% of them are Emirati dentists versus 95.6% non-Emiratis), as shown in
Figures 33 and 34.
