The Dubai Health Authority plays a
pivotal and major role in keeping pace with the development witnessed by the Emirate of Dubai to organize the health sector in the emirate in a way that serves the strategic
outlook of the United Arab Emirates by anticipating potential development, challenges and emerging issues and their implications, and working to deal with them in a way

that contributes to learning effective visions that benefit strategic planning, decision-making, and preparedness for a different future to achieve the best positive results.

Within the framework of the state’s strategic direction towards developing a sustainable health system with reliability and validity by launching innovative initiatives and
projects in line with the UAE’s vision for the next fifty years aimed at shaping the future and laying the foundations and components of a comprehensive development plan.
The health sector has been developed in the Emirate of Dubai to keep pace with regional and global health development by the UAE strategic plan to ensure a response to all
demographic changes in the emirate. Additionally, services that address present and future wants have been offered, boosting confidence in the effectiveness and caliber of
the healthcare system as well as its capacity to protect the public health. In this context, numerous changes have been made to the emirate's health system during the past

few years to assure the accomplishment of the stated objectives.

As a result, the data and statistics of the health sector will be presented in the Dubai health statistical yearbook for the year 2022, which will be divided into the government
sector, which includes the Dubai Health Authority, the Dubai Academic Health Corporation, the Ministry of Health and Prevention, and the Emirates Health Services
Corporation. The second segment is the private sector, which includes hospitals, centers, and clinics linked with the private sector, as well as Dubai Healthcare City's health

and medical facilities.

Some names have been modified to match the approved names following the requirements as part of an effort to standardize the designations used in the health sector at
the state level. Accordingly, occupations outside of medicine, nursing, dentistry, and pharmacy have been incorporated into health care as "allied health professions." They
provide diet and nutrition services and may also work with patients or in labs, clinics, rehabilitation facilities, etc. to aid in the prevention, diagnosis, treatment, or rehabilitation

of a wide range of diseases and disorders.

The Dubai Health Statistical Yearbook 2022 provides a presentation of this year's licensed workforce; including every practicing professional who has a medical license based
on his expertise and is issued by the appropriate authorities in the Emirate of Dubai. The book also offers workforce data in the third chapter by referring to some professions
many times based on their place of employment. Some book tables, on the other hand, present worker data only once, according to occupation and expertise, regardless of

work location.

We hope that readers will find the intended advantage and required knowledge in this publication to help them improve their decision-making, complete a study, and so on.
We further anticipate that this statistical book will provide a clear, succinct and comprehensive picture of the health performance indicators, efforts made in the Emirate of

Dubai in 2022.
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Chapter one

This chapter of the Health Statistical Yearbook 2022, presents the vital statistics for the population of the Emirate of Dubai at the end of 2022, focusing on

three basic aspects: population, births and deaths. The following is a brief summary of the most important results of what was detailed in this chapter.

The population of the Emirate of Dubai reached 3,549,900 people at the end of 2022, with an increase of 71,600 people compared to the population at the end
of 2021 and a crude growth rate of 20.6 people per 1000 population. While this increase covers all age groups, however, it was largely in the age group (25-
.(39The percentage of males reached 69%, compared to 31% of females, which is the same gender ratio for the last two years, which is a sign for gender
stability in Dubai for three consecutive years . The percentage of children (0-14) years was 14.8%, of whom 5.3% were under the age of 5 years. It was also
found that 58.5% of the population comes under this age group (25-44) years as a result of the increase in the population in this age group, which is the same
percentage for the years 2020 and 2021. And the number of the population in the age groups (60+) reached only 2.4% of the total population which is the
same for the last two years, a matter indicates that the Emirate of Dubai enjoys a young society that is constantly growing and the number of males in all age
groups increases except for the age group (5-9) years, as well as the age group (75+), in which the number of females increases by only 347 females, and this
society is also distinguished by the fact that the population of working age (20-59) reaches 79.4%, which is slightly less than the percentage in 2021, which

was 79.3%.

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The total number of live births during the year 2022 reached a total of 34,354 live births, compared to 31,477 live births during the year 2021, with a crude
birth rate of 9. 67 per thousand population, and this rate is higher than what was recorded in 2021 of 9.16 per thousand population, with an increase of (0.51+),
which indicates an increase in the crude birth rate for the year 2022 compared to the year 2021. Out of the total number of births, 21% were Emirati citizens,
compared to 79% of non-Emiratis, which is the same percentage as last year. Where it was found that the majority of births, 83%, were in private sector

hospitals, 17% in government sector hospitals.

Noting that the rate of caesarean section deliveries was 50% of the total births in Dubai Health Authority hospitals in 2022, in comparison to 48% last year,
and 88% of births in private sector hospitals, compared to 89% last year, which indicates that there is a decrease in the rate of cesarean deliveries in the private

hospitals. It was noticed that the Dubai population has a greater tendency since 2020 to have deliveries at the private sector hospitals.

With regard to birth weights, it was found that 86% of the births were within the normal weight range (2500-4200) grams, with a decrease of 1% than last
year. It was also affirmed that the natural increase (births - deaths) increased between 2022 and 2021, to 2,863 individuals, compared to the difference between
2021 and 2020, which was 806. This increase in the natural increase was because of the increase of births by 2,877 in 2022 compared to 284 decrease of births
between 2021, 2022. The total number of deaths reached 4,016 deaths in 2022 with an increase by 14 deaths than 2021 compared to 522 deaths increase
between 2021 and 2020, this indicates that deaths slightly increased in general in 2022 compared to 2021. As for stillbirths, their number reached 192 stillbirths

in 2022 in comparison to 63 stillbirths in 2021, of this number of stillborn, 87% of them were Non-Emiratis, and 53% were more females.
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With regard to the number of deaths during 2022, it amounted to a total of 4,016 deaths compared to 4,002 deaths in 2021, with a direct annual change rate
of 0.3%. These deaths represent a crude death rate of 1.13 per thousand population, compared to a crude death rate of 1.05 deaths per thousand population
in 2021, and compared to a crude death rate of 1.02 deaths per thousand population in 2020, which indicates a decrease in the crude death rate compared to
2021. 196 cases of deaths were among children under 5 years old, at a rate of 5%, compared to 1,613 deaths in the age group (60+), with a rate of 40% in
2022, compared to 2,146 deaths, 54% of deaths from the same age group in 2021, showing a decrease of 533 deaths in this age group upon an annual change

rate decrease to 25%.

The results show that there is decrease in the deaths of the older group (60+). Among these deaths, 3,345 deaths were non-Emiratis in 2022, with 83%,
compared to only 3,404 deaths of non-Emiratis, with a rate of 85.1% in 2021, which indicates that most of the increase in the number of deaths during the
year 2022 was for Non-Emiratis. While the number of deaths of Emiratis reached 617, at a rate of 17%, in comparison to 15% of deaths in the previous year
2021. The death rate for males was 73%, compared to 27% for females, confirming the increase in the male mortality rate compared to the female mortality

rate in 2022 as well, indicating the continued increase in the male mortality rate since 2020.

By studying the groups of diseases that cause death, it was proven that cardiovascular diseases were the most significant, with a rate of 41%, then came
abnormal symptoms, signs and clinical and laboratory results, that are not classified, at a rate of 14%, then then external causes of morbidity and mortality by
12%, then respiratory diseases, and tumors with equal rates of 7% each. This indicates that the importance of disease groups differed significantly between

2022 and 2021.

As for the deaths of children under the age of 5 years, it was proven that the most common cause was certain cases arising in the perinatal period at a rate of
30%, followed by cardiovascular diseases with a rate of 18%, then congenital and chromosomal abnormalities by 17%. lastly abnormal symptoms, signs, and

clinical and laboratory results, having a rate of 10%.

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Chapter 2

Patient Services Statistics

This chapter demonstrates statistics related to diseases and health services provided to patients in the Emirate of Dubai during 2022, with a breakdown of the
entities that provided these services in both public and private sectors, where the communicable (infectious) diseases reported during the year were described
according to the International Classification of Diseases, as well as details of surgical operations of all types, their places, and classification whether it is major
or minor, planned or emergency. As well as details of visitors for outpatient clinics and inpatient departments in DHA hospitals, primary health centers, the
private sector, and the Ministry of Health. Statistics of visitors to dental clinics, alternative medicine and physiotherapy clinics, and those treated abroad, as
well as statistics of vaccinations for children less than five years old. To cover the statistics of patient services, this year’s yearbook was concerned with
presenting the performance indicators of hospitals operating in the health sector of the Emirate of Dubai, then the development of health services as well as
auxiliary medical services, and finally medical fitness tests in the Emirate of Dubai, with a focus to compare the public and the private sector’s hospitals, using

appropriate tables and graphs displaying those statistics. The following is a brief for the key results of this chapter.

The total number of patients with communicable diseases reported in the Emirate of Dubai according to the International Classification of Diseases
(ICD-10), 33,299 patients, compared to 12,714 patients in 2021, indicating a decrease in the number of patients by (162%), among those patients, there are
7,922 Emiratis, representing 23.8%, of whom 4,146 are males, or 52.3%, and 3,773 are females, or 47.7%. As for Non-Emiratis, they are 25,377 patients, or
76.2% of the total infected people, of whom 14,614 are males, or 57.6%, and 10,763 are females, or 42.4%. Regarding the age distribution of the infected

individuals, the age groups most exposed to these infectious diseases were those in the group 5-14 years with a rate of 28.8%, and those in the group 25-34
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years at a rate of 19.5%, then those in the age group (less than 5 years) rating 16.8%, while there were a few infected individuals in the age group (less than a
year) with a rate of only 0.4%. While for the types of the most prevalent communicable diseases, it was found that it was the seasonal influenza, with 20,972
infections compared to 4,207 infections in 2021 with an increase of 16,765. and this explains the big increase in the communicable diseases during 2022,
followed by influenza H3N2, B HIN1 with 3,436 at a rate of 10.3%, and primary syphilis, with 1478 infections or 4.4%, and then chickenpox with also 4.4% of
infections. These results indicate that influenza disease types have spread again in large numbers where they jumped to 24,408 patients by 73.3% from the
total communicable diseases in 2021, with a significant substantial change in the influenza infection rate for the year 2022. Noting that these diseases differ in
their order and incidence in 2022 compared to 2021. And that there are diseases that were recorded only twice, such as Congenital Rubella Syndrome”, Tetanus,
Diphtheria, where as other diseases were recorded once, such as Listeriosis, and that there are 24 infectious diseases out of 76 diseases by 31.6% that did not

appear in 2022.

The number of outpatient visitors reached 12,009,301 in 2022 compared to 11,858,999 in 2021, with an increase in the number of 150,302 visitors at a rate
of 1.3% annually compared to 35.8% last year indicating that the situation is returning back to normal after almost overcoming Covid-19 consequences.

As for visitors, there were 3,345,462 Emirati which represented 27.3%, most of whom are females at 57.4% compared to 42.6% of males. As for the Non-
Emiratis, they were 8,930,307, or 72.7%, of whom 50.5% were females compared to 49.5% of males. With regard to the age distribution of outpatients’
visitors, it was found that most of them are in the age group 25-44 years at 47.4%, followed by those in the age group (45-64) with 20.9%, followed by those
in the age group (15-4) with 9.5%, noting that of these visitors, 4.1% were in the age group less than a year, and then 4.3% for the age group (1-4) years.

As for the types of diseases for the outpatient visits, it was found that the visitors received health services to treat diseases within 20 specialties of different
diseases according to the International Classification of Diseases (ICD) in addition to the codes of unspecified diseases. Most of them were other factors
affecting health condition by 13.36%, then diseases of signs and symptoms and unspecified cases by 11.8% then diseases of the musculoskeletal system with
a percentage of 11.3%, 8.8%, then respiratory diseases by 10.4%, then endocrine diseases, nutrition and metabolism by 6.8%, as well as the codes of unknown
diseases 6.42%, therefore, these results reflect a big change in the reasons pushing visitors to attend outpatient clinics.
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The total number of surgeries in Dubai during 2022 reached about 206,968 operations, compared to 159,227 operations during 2021, with an increase of
47,741 operations and an annual increase rate of 30%. By examining the types of these operations, 81,623 of them were minor surgeries 39%, and 31,699
and 125,345 major surgeries at a rate of 61%. As for scheduled and emergency operations there were 160,584 scheduled operations at a rate of 77.6% and
emergency operations 46,384 at a rate of 22.4%. Out of these operations 42,031 were urinary at a rate of 20.3% and 39,429 general surgery at a rate of

19.1%. according to their type, there were 81,623 minor operations at a rate of 39.4%, besides 125,345 major operations at a rate of 60.6%.

As for the hospitals in which those operations were performed, it was found that 179,672 operations were performed in private sector hospitals, at a rate of
87%, where 101,288 were major operations at a rate of 56.3% and the rest 78,474 were minor operations at a rate of 43.7%. While 27,206 operations were
performed in DHA hospitals, at a rate of 13%, 24,057 out of which were major operations at a rate of 88.4%, while the rest of the 3,149 were minor operations

or 11.6%.

As for inpatients, there were 370,464 visitors in 2022 compared to 402,666 in 2021, with a decrease of 70,273 patients and the annual change rate decreased
to 8%-. Out of the total inpatient visits 71,886 were Emiratis, representing 19.4%, most of whom were females with a rate of 60.8% compared to 80.6% of

males. As for the Non-Emiratis, they reached 289,578 patients, 80.6%, most of whom were females, at 51.9%, compared to 48.1% of males.
With regard to the age distribution of inpatients, it was found that most of them are in the age group (25-44) years with a rate of 44.3%, followed by those in

the age group (45-64) years at a rate of 18.0 %, followed by those in the age group less than one year at a rate of 11.7%, and it was found that 6.6% of age

group (65+), as well as 4.7% of the age group (1-4) years.
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Statistics indicated that most patients were treated in the inpatient departments of the private sector, at a rate of 83.1%, then in the public sector hospitals
with a rate of 16.9%.

Regarding the diseases treated in the inpatient departments, it was found that they are limited to 20 medical specialties according to the International
Classification of Diseases in addition to the unspecified, most of which were Obstetrics & Gynaecology by 18.5%, then Pediatrics by 12.7%, then General

surgery by 9%, Gastroenterology by 7.7%

The total number of dental clinic visitors in the Emirate of Dubai reached 2,068,235 in 2022, compared to 1,673,686 in 2021, with an increase of 394,549, and
an increase rate of 23.6%. Perhaps this is due to the return of things to more normal. Of these, 28.4% are Emiratis, compared to 71.6% are non-Emiratis. Of
these visitors, it was found that only 21.4% have visited the public sector, while the private sector accounted for the rest of the treatments, at a rate of 88.4%.
Where it was found that the majority of visitors to dental clinics are females, at a rate of 54.1%, compared to 45.948% of males. Regarding the distribution of
the 239,466 patients who were treated in the public sector in Dubai, 214,005 of them were Emiratis, with a rate of 89.4%, and only 25,461 were non-Emiratis,
or 10.6%. As for the 1,828,769 patients who were treated in the private sector in Dubai, 1,455,652 of them were non-Emiratis, at a rate of 79.6%, and only
373,117 were Emiratis, at a rate of 20.4%.

As for the types of oral and dental treatments at the level of all health service providers in Dubai, we find that the most requested treatment was Dental
Consulation with a rate of 24.8%, of which 477,312, or 92.9%, were in the private sector, compared to 36,231, or 7.1%, in the public sector, then general
treatments, at a rate of 22.9%, of which 377,666 were in the private sector at a rate of 79.6% compared to 96,922 in the public sector at a rate of 20.4%, then
periodontal treatments at a rate of 15.1%, of which 284,924 at a rate of 91.4% in the private sector compared to 26,867 at a rate of 8.6% in the public sector,

as well as oral surgery at a rate of 13.6% of which 264,083 at a rate 94.2% in the private sector, compared to 16,313, or 5.8% in the public sector.
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The total number of patients treated abroad reached 474 patients during 2022, compared to 283 patients in 2021, with the change rate increased by 67 %,
noting that the number was 326 patients in 2020 which decreased by 13.2% compared to 733 patients in 2019. The highest percentage of these patients were
treated in UK at 36%, followed by the number of treated patients in Germany with 32%, and then in USA with 12%. Where the most treatments were tumors
with 27.22%, most of which were in UK and Germany, then orthopedics diseases with 6.96%, most of which were in Germany, lastly neurosurgery with 6.75%,

most of which were in Germany.

The total number of children’s vaccinations reached 555,133 vaccines in 2022 at the level of Dubai, compared to 389,649 vaccines in 2021, with an increase
of 164,484 vaccines and an increase rate of (42%) at the level of Dubai. Percentage of vaccinations received by Emiratis was 26.31%, while 73.69% of these
vaccinations were given to non-Emiratis.

These vaccinations included 11 types of vaccines for different diseases, the coverage rate of the BCG vaccine reached 100%, followed by the hepatitis B vaccine
with an average coverage rate of 67.08% at the level the four doses, the polio vaccine (by injection) with an average coverage rate of 61.20% at the level of

the four doses, then the DPT and Hemophilus influenza(B) vaccines with an average coverage rate reaching 59.77% for each equally during 2022.

The data indicate that there is a continuous improvement in hospitals performance indicators in 2022 compared to 2021, where the number of visitors to
emergency clinics in 2022 was 932,872 patients compared to 1,487,355 patients in 2021, with a decrease of 700,541 patients, and a decrease rate of (-
42.89%). This is a good indicator that reflects the improvement of the health status of the community members, making them resort to emergency less
frequently. On the other hand, the number of visitors to specialized clinics increased to 6,567,793 patients in 2022, with a significant increase from 5,466,030
patients in 2021, by 943,143 patients with change rate at 16.77%. As for inpatients, their number reached 362,271 in 2022 compared to 345,622 in 2021,
with an increase of 16,649 patients, and with an annual change rate at 5.48%. The number of beds also increased in 2022 to reach 6,485 beds compared to
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6,386 beds in 2021, with an increase of 99 beds, with a change rate of 1.6%, which resulted in an increase in days of stay to 3 days in 2022 compared to 4 days

in both 2021 and 2020.

As for the occupancy rate, it increased from 51.7% in 2020 to 57% in 2021, then it decreased to 45% in 2022 with a decrease of (-12%). Finally, data
of hospitals indicate that there is also an increase in the number of major surgeries, which amounted to 125,345 in 2022 compared to 91,038 in 2021 with an
increase of 34,262 major surgeries, with an increase rate of 37.6%. As for minor surgeries, they amounted to 81,623 surgeries in 2022, compared to 81,674

with a decrease of 24 surgeries and a change rate of - 0.03%.

The data indicate that there is a continuous development in the potentials and capabilities of the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai. The number of beds
increased from 6,386 beds in 2021 to reach 6,485 beds, with an annual change rate of 1.6% most of them in the private sector. The number of doctors also
increased from 10,793 in 2021 to 11,890 general practitioners in 2022 with an annual change rate of 10.2%, and the number represent the actual number of
general practitioners, noting that the increase was in the private sector. Similarly, dentists' number increased from 3,016 in 2021 to 3,625 in 2022, with an

annual change rate of 20.2%, and that represents the actual number of dentists.

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Chapter Three

Health Resources Statistics

This chapter of the statistical yearbook for the year 2022 presents health resources statistics, which include human and financial
resources. This chapter demonstrates data on the workforce in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai, and the DHA expenditures for

treatment abroad, with details of those expenditures according to different countries.

This year the category of licensed workforce was approved in the health sector, they are those who hold a valid professional license to
practice health professions, regardless of the employee's basic specialization, and thus human resources were divided into two parts, who
have a valid license to practice any of the health professions, and they are called the licensed workforce, and they include (physicians,
dentists, pharmacists, nurses and allied health professions). Those who do not have this license, regardless of their academic
qualifications, are called "administrators and others."” The following is a brief summary of the most important features of the workforce
as well as expenditures in the Emirate of Dubai during the year 2022, as an introduction to reviewing all the information as shown in the

detailed tables and graphs of health resources statistics in the Emirate of Dubai 2022.

The total workforce in the health sector in Dubai was 72,569 employees in 2022, compared to 53,751 employees in 2021, with an
increase of 18,818 and anannual change rate of 35%, compared to 3.9% in 2021 in order to meet the increase in the population of

Dubai, and to meet the increase in demand for health care in the Emirate . Most of the workforce were females, with a percentage of
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63.2%, compared to 36.8% of males, and with a gender ratio of 58 males: for every 100 females. of them were Emirati employees 8,745
that means the number of Emiratis increased with a change rate 104.3% during 2022, where their number was only 4,281 employees in
the ,2021refore they represent 12.1% of the total health workforce in the Emirate, in addition to Non-Emiratis at number of 63,824
compared to 49,470 in 2021 with an increase of only 29%.

These results reflect the fact that the Emiratization’s efforts in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai is applied clearly than before.
Having a look at this increase in the number of Emirati workforce, we find it most in administrative jobs with a change rate around
248.6%, while the second biggest increase at females at a change rate of 240%, there was also an increase in dentists with a change
rate of 35% for males and 11% for females, noting that there is a decrease in nurses and technicians for both genders as well as in

Emiratis male pharmacists and doctors.

The total workforce of administrators and others in 2022 amounted to a total of 17,063 employees, of whom 7,069 were Emiratis
representing 41%, of whom 5,221 were females, at a rate of 74%, compared to 1,848 males, or 26%. As for non- Emiratis, their number
reached 9,994 employees, or 59% of the total administrative and other employees, of whom 6,168 were males, or 62%, compared to
3,826 females, or 38%. At the level of all unlicensed administrative employees, 53% of them were females, compared to 47 % were
males.

As mentioned before, there are five categories within the workforce in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai, and based on the record
of those licenses in force according to the "Health Regulation Sector - Dubai Health Authority", the total number of licensed workforces
in the Emirate of Dubai in 2022 amounted to a total of 55,506 employees of the specified five categories. Among them, 1,676 licensed
Emiratis represent 3%, compared to 2,253 employees (licensed and unlicensed) in 2021, a decrease of 577 employees and a negative

change rate of 26%, which confirms that a large number of doctors in particular practice administrative work in the health sector and
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are not licensed. This number of Emirati licensed employees was 46% of doctors, along with 28% of allied health professions, and 14%
of dentists. The participation rate for females was the highest at 82.2% compared to 17.8% for males.

As for non-Emiratis licensed employees, their number reached 53,830 employees, most of whom are females at a rate of 66%, of
whom 40% are nurses, 23% are paramedics, 21% are medical doctors, in addition to 10% are pharmacists and the rest are 6 % of
dentists. Where the majority of these licensed employees fall in the age group (21-50) years, with a rate of 86%, while only 10% of them
are in the age group (51-60) years. Details of these licensed employees can be found as follows:

1- physicians:

The number of licensed doctors during the year 2022 reached a total of 11,890 doctors, of whom 771 were Emiratis, or 6.5%, in addition
to 11,119 non-Emiratis, or 93.5%. According to gender, the majority of them were males, at a rate of 53.7%, and the remaining 46.3%
were females. Of these doctors, 48% were specialists, 30% were general practitioners - residents, and the remaining 22% were
consultants.

As for the various jobs practiced by doctors in the Emirate of Dubai, their number reached 14,767 jobs, of which 2,311 jobs are in the
public sector, with a rate of 15.6%, in addition to 12,456 jobs in the private sector, with a rate of 84.4%, which indicates that every
doctor practices 1.24 jobs at the emirate level among the public and private sectors as a general average, while consultants practice 1.35
jobs, which indicates a scarcity among consultants at the level of the Emirate of Dubai.

It is to be noted that these doctors specialize in 27 medical specialties in addition to other specialties in the Emirate of Dubai. Looking at
the distribution of doctors according to specialization, we find that there are 3,337 general practitioner doctors - residents - internship
who specialize in general medicine at a rate of 28.1%, followed by those who specialize in obstetrics and gynecology, with a number of
873, with a rate of 7.3%, followed by specialties of pediatrics, family medicine, then dermatology and reproductive medicine, then

anesthesiology, then internal medicine, most of which are specialists.
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The majority of doctors at the public sector work at Rashid Hospital by 43%, followed by Dubai Hospital by 28%, Hatta Hospital and
Latifa Hospital 9% each. As for those working to the private sector, they work in 45 operating hospitals in the Emirate of Dubai, where
the number of doctors in these hospitals ranges from 6 doctors as in the Dubai Medical University Hospital, to 341 medical doctors as
in the City Hospital Mediclinic. It is noted that the percentage of consultant doctors in private sector hospitals increased by 34% of the
total doctors, compared to 30% in public sector hospitals. In contrast, the percentage of specialists in government sector hospitals was
63% compared to 49% in the private sector.

2- Dentists
The number of licensed dentists during the year 2022 reached a total of 3,625 dentists, of whom 242 were Emiratis, or 6.7%, in addition
to 3,383 non- Emiratis dentists, or 93.3%. According to gender, the majority of them were females, at a rate of 57.2%, and the remaining
42.8% were males. It was also found that 72% of them were general practitioners - resident - internships, and 26% were specialists,
while the rest were consultants, with only 2%.
As for the various jobs practiced by dentists in the Emirate of Dubai, they were 4,275 jobs, of which 265 jobs are in the public sector, or
6%, in addition to 4,010 jobs in the private sector, or 94%.
The total number of dentists in public sector hospitals reached 12 dentists, at a rate of 4.7% of the total number of doctors, working in
Hatta Hospital and Kuwait Hospital in equal proportions of 50% each, and the total number of dentists in private sector hospitals

reached 239 dentists distributed in 34 hospitals.

3-Pharmacists:
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The number of licensed pharmacists in the Emirate of Dubai in 2022 was 5,588 pharmacists, of whom 93 were Emiratis at a rate of 1.7%,
of whom 88 were females, at rate of 94.6%, and only 5 were males, or 5.4%. As for non- Emiratis licensed pharmacists, their number
reached 5,495, or 98.3% of the total number of licensed pharmacists in the emirate, of whom 2,801 were females, or 51%, and 2,694
were males, or 49%. Accordingly, it can be said that for all pharmacists, the majority of them were females, at a rate of 52%, and the
rest were males, at a rate of 48%. As for the various jobs practiced by licensed pharmacists in the Emirate of Dubai, their number reached
5,917 jobs, of which 341 jobs are in the public sector, or 6%, in addition to 5,576 jobs in the private sector, or 94%.

4-Nurses:

Licensed nurses represent the most occupational groups working in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai, their number reached
21,694 nurses during 2022, of which 98 were Emiratis, or 0.45%, all of them were females except for only two males. As for non-Emiratis
nurses, their number reached 21,596 nurses at a rate of 99.55%, 18,187 of them were females, or 84%, and 3,409 were males, or 16%.
According to gender, the majority of this category were females, at a rate of 84%, and the rest, at a rate of 16%, were males.

As for the various jobs practiced by licensed nurses in the Emirate of Dubai, their number reached 23,291 jobs, of which 4,989 jobs are
in the public sector, or 21%, in addition to 18,302 jobs in the private sector, or 79%.

Nurses working at the public sector are distributed, first Rashid Hospital with 40%, followed by Dubai Hospital with 27%, and Latifa
Hospital employs 16% of the total number of nurses. As for those in the private sector, they work in 45 operating hospitals in the Emirate
of Dubai, where the number of nurses in these hospitals ranges from only two, as in Dubai Medical University Hospital, to 546 nurses, as
in the American Hospital Dubai .

5-Allied health professions:

This category includes all employees who are licensed to work in the health sector and do not belong to the previous four categories, and

the auxiliary health professions include: those licensed to work in laboratories, radiology, public health, anesthesia and resuscitation,
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sterilization, physiotherapy, dental technicians, medical records, ambulance and emergency, nutritionists, pharmacist assistants,

audiologists and speech therapists...etc.

The total number of employees in this category reached 12,709 during the year 2022, of whom 472 were Emiratis, or 3.7%, of which
94% were females and 6% were males, while the number of non-Emiratis reached 12,237, or 96.3%, of whom 7,651 were females, or
63%. %, in addition to 4,586 males, or 37%. According to gender, the majority of this category were females, at a rate of 64%, and the
rest were males, at a rate of 36%.

As for the various jobs practiced by workers in other health professions in the Emirate of Dubai, they are 13,326 jobs, of which 2,877 in

the public sector, or 22%, in addition to 10,449 jobs in the private sector, or 78%.

The largest number of them in the public sector work in Rashid Hospital with 44% , followed by Dubai Hospital with 26%, while Latifa
Hospital 17% of the total number of other health professions. As for those in the private sector, they work in all private hospitals in
Dubai, where their number in these hospitals ranges from only 3, as in the Dubai Medical University Hospital, to 197 allied health

professions, as in the Mediclinic City Hospital.

The total amount of expenditures on overseas treatment during the year 2022 amounted to a total of AED 233,777,000 compared to
AED 136,422,000 in 2021, with an increase of AED 97,355,000 and a rate of change of (71.4%) compared to these expenditures in
2021. Treatment expenses was AED 150,030,000 representing 64.2% of the total amount, which is the largest part of these expenses,
followed by cash expenses, which amounted to AED 34,599,000 at a rate of 18.2%, followed by salaries with a rate of 7%, then travel

tickets expenses by 3 %, then other expenses by 12%.

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Chapter Four

Health Sector Indicators

In this chapter of the Statistical Yearbook 2022 , many of the basic health indicators that were extracted from the data contained in the previous three
chapters of Statistical Yearbook for the year 2022, were compared with a long series of years about these indicators in numbers and through appropriate
graphs. Especially the vital statistics indicators for the Emirate of Dubai 2013-2022, the standardized and unstandardized rates for the main causes of death
for the years 2020 to 2022, and finally the performance indicators of healthcare services in the Emirate of Dubai for the years 2013-2022 were completely

reported.

According to Dubai’s population census during the period of 2012 to 2022, upon which the rest of the 24 vital statistical indicators that were built, as it
was proven that an increase in the population in 2022 was 71,600 individuals with an annual change rate of 2.06%. This small increase had varied effects on
all indicators, where the crude birth rate reached 9.78 births per 1000 population in 2022, showing a decrease at a rate of (0.62) only per thousand population,
compared to a rate of 9.16 per 1000 population in 2021, and this is considered the first increase since 2012. This increase is attributed to the general fertility
rate (GFR) for females (15-49), which is the main driver of growth in any country, which reached 1.26 children per female in 2022 compared to the rate of 1.19
in 2021. However, general fertility rate is attributed to improvement of awareness, change of attitudes on importance of family size, and opportunity for women’s
education and work. In comparison, the general fertility rate for/ Emirati females (15-49) this year was 3.22 births per Emirati females compared to 1.07 births

per Non-Emiratis females, this probably for the reason that Non-Emiratis females spend part of their lives at their home countries.

Given the importance of infant and child mortality rates, which reflect the well-being of the family and the society in general, as well as an essential indicator
of health and knowledge status of mothers, the availability of immunization and maternal and child health services (including prenatal care). Therefore, many
indicators are reflecting the health system performance indicators, showing as well the health status of children. As a result of these indicators, the rate of

natural increase per 1000 population in the Emirate of Dubai increased by 8.55 individuals in 2022 compared to 7.99 individuals in 2021, and this attributed to
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the economic changes in the Emirate, especially in regard with females’ lifestyle particularly marriage age increase, and they become involve more in the
workforce.

To complement the study of indicators related to deaths in Dubai, it has been demonstrated that the crude death rate per 1000 population reached 1.14
.deaths per 1000 population in 2022, compared to the rate of 1.16 per 1000 population in 2021

Although this rate decreased by about 0.02 deaths per 1,000 population during 2022. However, it remains among the lowest death rates in the world. Looking
at the detailed death rates, the maternal mortality rate / per 100,000 live births reached 5.82 in 2022, a significant decrease from 2021, which amounted to
only 9.53 maternal deaths per 100,000 live births, thus approaching

as it has been proven that the rate of stillbirth/per 1000 births has decreased from 6.2 in 2020 to 2.0 in 2021. The perinatal mortalityrate per 1000 births
also decreased from 7.2 per 1000 births in 2020 to 3.6 per 1000 births in 2021. While the neonatal mortality rate/ per 1000 live births decreased to 2.3 deaths
in 2021 compared to 2.8 in 2020 and this rate, although it increased by about 0.2, 1 death per 1000 population in 2021. However, it is among the lowest
.mortality rates in the world

Looking at the detailed death rates, the maternal mortality rate per 100,000 live births was 5.82 in 2022, showing a significant decline compared to 2021, which
had a rate of 9.5 maternal deaths per 100,000 live births.

Similarly, the death rates from natural diseases within Dubai also decreased. Among them, the rate of cardiovascular-related deaths per 1000 population was
0.466 in 2022, compared to 0.362 in 2021. There was also a slight increase in the cancer death rate per 1000 population, rising from 0.079 in 2021 to 0.083 in
2022.

While there was a clear decrease in the respiratory system diseases death rate per 1000 population, reaching 0.077 in 2022 compared to 0.115 in 2021, there

was a slight increase in the under-five mortality rate per 1000 children under 5 years old. It rose from 0.78 deaths in 2021 to 0.90 deaths in 2022.

Chapter four also describes the standardized and unstandardized rates of the main causes of death from the year 2020 to 2022 for Emiratis and Non-
Emiratis. The results indicate a change in the total unstandardized mortality rate (USMR) from 1.03 in 2020 to 1.16 in 2021, and then decreased to reach 1.14
in 2022. In contrast, the standardized mortality rate (SMR) increased from 3.45 in 2020 to 5.3 in 2021, and then decreased to reach 4.15 in 2022, indicating
population distribution change as per age groups in the Emirate of Dubai during 2020 to 2022.
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This chapter illustrates the performance indicators of health services in Dubai for the years 2013-2022. As the rate of physicians (per 1000 population)

increased from 3.10 in 2021 to 3.35 in 2022, the rate of dentists (per 1000 population) has also developed from 0.87 in 2021 to 1.02 dentists in 2022. The
rate of nurses (per 1000 population) has also increased from 5.72 in 2021 to 6.11 in 2022.
Considering the rate of hospital beds, which is one of the important indicators in measuring the ability of the health care system to receive patients in different
countries, as it shows a decrease in Dubai from 1.85 beds per 1000 population in 2021 to 1.83 beds in 2022, as a result of beds decrease, the rate of physicians
per beds increased from 1.68 in 2021 to reach 1.83 in 2022, and the rate of nurses per beds increased from 3.1 in 2021 to 3.35 in 2022. With regard to the
bed occupancy rate, which is used as a measure of hospitals’ ability to operate safely and effectively, it significantly decreased from52.99% in 2021 to 44.73%
in 2022 because of the increase in the new beds, noting that the optimal bed occupancy rate, which indicates the optimal and effective use of hospital beds, is
75%, meaning the capacity of hospitals in Dubai to accommodate a larger number of patients. As for the turnover of hospital beds, it decreased for the same
reason from 61.64 in 2021 to 57.10 in 2022, which confirms the ability of hospitals to operate safely and employ beds effectively. It has also been proven that
the rate of daily visits (per 1000 population) has decreased from 9.66 in 2021 to 9.27 in 2022, with regard to the issue of daily visits, and the rate of daily visits
to each doctor has also decreased from 3.11 in 2021 to 2.77 in 2021.

As for the resul ts related to the annual hospital discharge rate (per 100,000 population), indicating the efficiency of the health system in Dubai, it increased
from 11,376 in 2021 to 10,430 discharges per 100,000 population in 2022. As a result of this change, the average hospital care days decreased from 356.97
days per 1,000 population in 2021 to 298,24 days in 2022.

Another indicator for the health system in Dubai is the hospital stay rate (per day) for each patient, which also indicates the efficiency of health care, as it
changed from 3.62 days in 2021 to 2.86 in 2022. And finally, it has been proven that there has been a slight increase in the rate of caesarean sections per 1000
live births, from 481 caesarean sections per 1000 live births in 2021 to 502 caesarean births per 1000 live births in 2022. These results in total indicate a
significant improvement in the performance of the health system in Dubai. This may be due to the preparations and equipment as well as human resources that

have been made for the support of the healthcare system in the Emirate of Dubai during Covid-19, where these gains still in place.
