Introduction:

Health-related data and statistics are of utmost importance, as they pertain to the health and happiness of community members. These data are utilized in
identifying health indicators, planning future health efforts and practices that will improve the health status of community members, as well as in the
development of health policies at the emirate level. Dubai Health Authority has been keen to provide these data and statistics within the annual health statistical
book for the emirate of Dubai for the year 2024, which this year focuses on three chapters addressing the most important aspects related to the health of

Dubai’s population.
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Chapter One: Vital Statistics

Vital statistics include the number and distribution of the population, numbers and places of births and deaths, their locations, and breakdowns by age group, gender, months
of the year, and the condition of the newborn at birth (live/stillborn). They also include the development of natural increase. Extrapolating the vital statistics for this year, it

becomes clear that:

There was a slight increase in the population of the Emirate of Dubai during 2024, reaching 3,863,600 residents — an increase of 208,600 compared to 2023, when

the population was 3,655,000.

e This increase represents a crude annual growth rate of 57.1 individuals per 1,000 population, compared to a growth rate of 29.6 individuals per 1,000 population in

2023, The majority of this growth (61.3%) occurred within the age group of 25—-44 years.

e The increase in population occurred as a result of the rise in the number of live births, which reached 37,834 — representing 18.1% of the total increase. Of these

newborns, 81.2% were non-Emiratis versus 18.8% Emiratis.

e  Of those births, 99.88% took place in hospitals, with monthly birth rates ranging between 7% and 10%.

e In 2024, a total of 4,331 deaths were recorded, including 548 deaths among Emiratis, representing 12.7% of total deaths — 53.8% of whom were male versus 46.2%

female. The mortality rate among Emiratis reached 18.5 per 10,000 population.

e The number of deaths among non-Emiratis reached 3,783, representing 87.3%, of which 76.5% were males. The mortality rate among non-Emiratis was 10.9 per
10,000 population. The highest mortality among non-Emirati males was observed in the age group (30-50 years), while the highest mortality among females was in

the age group (65+) years.

Chapter Two: Patient Services Statistics

Patient services statistics represent the number and distribution of patients categorized by gender, nationality, and age group. Patient services are classified into two main
Types: outpatients, who represent more than 96% of total patient visits, and inpatients, who represent less than 4%. Both types of services in 2024 can be highlighted as

follows:
First: Outpatient Visits
e The number of outpatient visits reached 13,184,938, marking an increase of 809,360 compared to 2023, with a growth rate of 6.5%

e The percentage of male outpatient visits was 46.3% compared to 53.7% for females, and 25.8% were Emiratis, compared to 74.2% for non-Emiratis. Of all visits,

89.4% were to outpatient clinics, compared to 10.6% to emergency departments.

e In terms of age distribution, most outpatient visitors were in the (25—-44) age group, representing 45.6%, followed by the (45-64) age group at 22.3%. Visits by

Infant (less than one year old) represent 1.7% of the total visits by outpatients.

e Regarding emergency visits which represent only 10.6%, male visits accounted for 54.4%, of which 26.4% were visits by Emiratis and 49.8% of them were females.
e Among non-Emirati outpatient visitors (74.2% of total), 47.9% were males. The majority were in the (25-44) age group (43.8%), followed by the (45-64) age group

(26.3%). Visits by non-Emirati infants under one year of age accounted for less than 1%.

Second: Hospital Admissions (Inpatients)
e In 2024, the total number of hospital admissions reached 526,451 cases, marking an increase of 50,986 cases and an annual increase of 10.7%.
e Of these patients, 51.3% were female versus 48.7% male. When classified by nationality, 17.2% of admissions were Emiratis, while 82.8% were non-Emiratis.

The majority of these admitted patients were in the age group (25-44) representing 45.8%, followed by those in the age group (45-64) at 20.9%.

e Infants under one year represented 6.2% of total admissions, while elderly patients aged 65+ accounted for 6.6% of the admissions in 2024.

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Chapter Three: Health Resources Statistics

Health resources statistics include data on the number of licensed healthcare facilities and healthcare workforce in the Emirate of Dubai, along with their distribution according

to certain demographic variables. Analyzing the 2024 health resources statistics show that:

e The total number of licensed healthcare facilities in the health sector in the Emirate of Dubai reached 5,372 facilities. Of these, 1,665 (31%) were multi-specialty
clinics, followed by pharmacies at 29.6%. A much smaller proportion consisted of optical centers at 8.8%, followed by school clinics at 7.9%. There were also 57
hospitals, accounting for 1.1%.

e The total number of licensed healthcare workforce members in these facilities reached 66,070 employees, of whom 67.4% were females and 32.6% males. This is
mainly due to the fact that the number of female nurses reached 21,418, which is six times the number of male nurses, which stood at only 3,648.

e Among the total licensed workforce, 3.1% were Emiratis, mostly physicians and allied health professionals, of whom 83.5% were female versus 16.5% male. Non-
Emiratis accounted for 96.9% of the total workforce, with 66.9% female and 33.1% male.

e Physicians represented 22.5% of the total licensed workforce in Dubai, of whom 6% were Emiratis. Dentists represented 6.9% of the total licensed workforce, of

whom 5.6% were Emiratis.

e Pharmacists accounted for 10% of the total licensed workforce, of whom 1.6% Emiratis. Nurses represented the largest group of the workforce at 37.9%. Allied
health professionals represented 22.6% of the total licensed workforce, of whom 4.2% are Emiratis.

e Regarding the age distribution of the licensed workforce in the Emirate of Dubai, it was found that 46.5% are in the age group (31—40), representing the largest
proportion.

e The age group (41-50) represented 20% and the age group (21-30) represented 20.1%, which indicates that the workforce in the health sector in the Emirate of
Dubai is s predominantly young and experienced, concentrated in the age group (21-50) years.

e Consultant physicians represented 22.9% of the total number of licensed physicians in the Emirate of Dubai (11.9% of whom are Emiratis, compared to 88.1% who
are non-Emiratis).

e Specialist physicians represented 44.7% of the total number of licensed physicians in the Emirate of Dubai (2.6% of whom are Emirati physicians compared to 97.4%
non-Emirati physicians).
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General practitioners-residents-privileges represented 32.5% of the total number of physicians working in the Emirate of Dubai (6.4% of whom are Emirati doctors,
compared to 93.6% who are non-Emirati).

Among dentists, consultants represented only 2.3% of the total number of licensed dentists in the Emirate of Dubai (27.1% of whom are Emiratis compared to 72.9%
of non-Emiratis).

Specialist dentists represented only 26.3% of the total number of licensed dentists in the Emirate of Dubai (7.4% of whom are Emiratis compared to 92.6% of non-
Emiratis).

General practitioners-residents-privileges dentists represented 71.4% of the total number of licensed dentists in the Emirate of Dubai (4.3% of whom are Emiratis

compared to 95.7% of non-Emiratis).
